General safety instructions for pumps.

WARNING Read all safety warnings
Aand all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Retain these instructions and directions

for future use.

The term “power tool” as used in these in-

structions and instructions applies to both

mains operated power tools (with mains lead)
and cordless power tools (without mains
lead).

Precautions

» Do not use pumping equipment for any
purpose other than those specified in
this manual.

» Do not allow the use of pumping equip-
ment by unskilled persons, minors or
people with insufficient physical data
to use the pumping equipment. In case
of transfer of pumping equipment to other
persons, tell us in detail about the rules for
its use and let you familiarize yourself with
this manual.

» Do not use pumping equipment where
there is a risk of fire or explosion, for
example, near flammable liquids or gas-
es.

» Do not use a power cable to transport
or secure the pump.

» Do not carry pumping equipment while
it is switched on.Make sure that the
network parameters correspond to those
indicated on the pumping equipment and
in this manual.

» Do not operate pumping equipment
without grounding.

» All electrical connections must be lo-
cated in a place protected from mois-
ture.

» For your safety, it is strongly recom-
mended that you operate the equipment
on a level surface.

» It is strictly forbidden to use the pump-
ing equipment for pumping motor fuel,
cleaning agents and other chemical lig-
uids!

» Pumping equipment may only be oper-
ated at temperatures above freezing.

» Before long-term storage (especially
before winter storage) it is necessary
to drain the water from the pumping

equipment and dry it.

» If using an extension cord, be sure the
extension cord is rated for the capacity
of the pumping equipment.

» Do not leave switched on electrical
equipment unattended.

» It is forbidden to operate this pumping
equipment without water.

» It is forbidden to operate pumping
equipment in a body of water where
people and living organisms are.

» Always completely unwind the mains
cable of the pumping equipment before
use.

» When installing pumping equipment,
make sure that the water intake holes
do not enter the silt or dirt.

» When using, make sure that the particle
size contained in the water does not
exceed the maximum allowable particle
size specified in the instruction manual.

» Keep the power cord away from heat,
oil and sharp objects.

» Keep children, animals, or bystanders
out of the work area.

» When disconnecting the pumping
equipment from the mains, grasp the
plug of the mains cable.

» Always disconnect the pumping equip-
ment from the mains when you are not
using it, and also:

— In case of any malfunctions;

— Before carrying out technical or service
maintenance;

— After the end of the work.

» Do not use pumping equipment after
it has been dropped or if it shows any
signs of damage. Contact an authorized
service center to diagnose or repair the
equipment.

» If the network cable is damaged contact
an authorized service center to avoid
danger.

» Operation and maintenance must be
carried out strictly in accordance with
this manual.

» Do not use cleaning agents that can
damage the pumping equipment (gaso-
line and other aggressive substances).

» Keep children away from pumping
equipment.

ATTENTION! In no case should you use the

pumping equipment in a state of alcoholic or

drug intoxication or in other conditions that
interfere with an objective perception of re-
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ality, and you should not trust the pumping
equipment to people in such a state or in such
conditions!

Service

Have your power tool repaired only by qual-
ified personnel and only with original spare
parts. This ensures the safety of the power
tool.

Preparation for work

The pump should only be installed after all

soldering, welding and pipe flushing has been
completed.

The pump is installed in an easily accessible
place so that it can be easily checked or re-
placed.

It is recommended to install shut-off valves
before and after the pump for easy disassem-
bly when replacement, repair or maintenance
is required. The taps must be installed so that
in the event of a leak, water does not get onto
the electric motor and the pump terminal box.
Below is the recommended installation dia-
gram of the heating system (fig. 1)

The pump must not be subject to mechanical
stress from the pipeline and its weight.
ATTENTION! The circulation pump must be
installed in such a way as to ensure

the position of the pump shaft axis is strictly
horizontal, and the terminal box is from above
or from the side (Fig. 2).

An arrow on the end of the cover indicates the
direction of flow (fig. 2).

ATTENTION! The terminal box must not point
downwards as it could get water.

To prevent the formation of condensation in
the terminal box and stator, the fluid tempera-
ture must always be higher than the ambient
temperature.

To connect to the mains, use a heat-resistant
three-core cable with a cross-section of each
core of at least 0.75 mm2 and rubber insulat-
ed.

ATTENTION! The pump must be grounded.
The electrical connection must be made via a
plug connection (Fig. 4), for this remove the
cover from the terminal box (Fig. 3).

To protect the terminal box from moisture
penetration and to ensure sufficient crimping
of the cable with a sealing nut (Fig. 4), it is
necessary to use a power cable of the ap-
propriate diameter. The cable must be laid in
such a way that it does not come into contact
with piping, pump casing and motor.

Before turning on the pump, open the inlet
and outlet shut-off valves and completely fill
the system and pump with water.

Working fluids-water of low hardness, low-vis-
cosity, non-aggressive and non-explosive
liquids without solid and fibrous inclusions,
as well as impurities containing mineral oils.
The maximum ethylene glycol content is 50%.
Please note that when the pump is used in
systems filled with water-glycol fluid, the max-
imum pump power is reduced, especially at
low temperatures.
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Work
Apply voltage and set the switch to maximum
speed (third position fig. 5).
The speeds are needed to increase or de-
crease the pump performance (fig. 5). The
higher the speed, the faster the hot water
passes through the pipes and the more heat
it gives off, and vice versa. In the spring, use
the average or minimum speed.
ATTENTION! Do not run the pump without
water.
Partial air removal from the pump occurs au-
tomatically after it is turned on, however, the
air must be completely removed. To do this,
loosen the plug, but do not unscrew it all the
way (fig. 6). After the air has escaped, screw
in the plug as far as it will go.

ATTENTION! During this operation, the pump

must be switched off.

ATTENTION! You can burn yourself with wa-

ter as the pressure in the system can be high.

You can get burned if you touch the pump. In

working condition, the temperature reaches

60 ° C.

If the pump does not start, the rotor blockage

must be removed. Blockage can be caused

by prolonged pump downtime or the ingress
of impurities into the water.

ATTENTION! The rotor shaft can be easily

damaged because it is ceramic, which means

it is very fragile. Be careful.

To turn the rotor, you need to completely un-

screw the plug, inside on the rotor shaft there

is a special slot in the form of “-”.

Using a screwdriver, carefully turn the rotor

in the direction of rotation and screw the plug

back (Fig. 7).

Maintenance and service

Maintenance and cleaning

» If the pump is installed in accordance with
the recommendations in this manual, it
does not require any additional mainte-
nance.

» If the pump is not running for a long time
(eg during the summer months), it is rec-
ommended to run the pump for a few min-
utes 2-3 times a year.

Attention! Before performing adjustment or

adjustment actions, the pump must be dis-

connected from the mains and, if necessary,
freed from liquid.

If the cord needs to be changed, contact P.I.T

or an authorized P.I.T.

Storage
In case of prolonged inactivity of the pump,
as well as in winter, storage must be carried
out in a dry heated room. First, it is neces-
sary to drain the remaining water from it
and pipes, rinse with clean water and dry.
The pump does not require preservation. It
follows store at temperatures from + 1 ° C to
+ 35 ° C,away from heating appliances and
in direct sunlight.
Transportation
Products can be transported by any type of
closed transport in the manufacturer’s pack-
aging or without it, while preserving the prod-
uct from mechanical damage, atmospheric
precipitation.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

Month Quantity of order
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1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its pur-
pose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc,;

2. Wearing parts, such as: carbon brushes,
transmission belts, seals, protective covers,
guide rollers, guide rails, rubber seals, bear-
ings, toothed belts and wheels, shanks, brake
belts, starter ratchets and ropes, piston rings
Wait.
